There
is no shortage of excellent Catholic books and
publications; each one of us should have our favorites
and be feeding our minds with them regularly. And
there is no shortage of excellent Catholic Web
resources: Why spend hours clogging our spiritual
arteries by eating digital potato chips when a filet
mignon is just a click away?

YVe are not monks; we are not called to isolate ourselves
from the noisy world around us. We are called to keep
our minds and hearts strong and full of Christ’s light
and grace, so that we can shine brightly in the darkness
around us.

Today, as Jesus renews his commitment to us in this
holy Mass, let's renew our commitment to him, and ask
him to help us always see all things from his perspective.
